BUT WHAT YOU CAN DO FOR YOUR VILLAGE! From Anita Stewart
Thank you for your continued support with helping see the playing fields
given a new lease of life. We would like to update you with some of the
plans and ideas we have for the playing fields in Hilgay. Over the last few
months we have presented to the Parish Council and discussed with them
the proposed play plans, we would like to thank the Parish Councillors and
Clerk for their continued support.

We are currently speaking to play equipment suppliers to see the types of
equipment the children might like for the park. Once funding from all
parties has been confirmed in writing we will be in a position to move
forward. In preparation of this we would like to tell you a little bit about the
vision the children and adults have come up with as part of the
consultation project.

Design & Landscaping Brief

MAIN PROJECT AIM:

To work with the local community to design an innovative quality new play
area and community space on Hilgay playing field, inspired by the
principles of “natural play” and recent initiatives to encourage more
creativity in the design of play environments. It is also envisaged that the
area will be visually an asset to the village, and a pleasant place for the
wider community to spend time.

KEY OBJECTIVES:

Develop a contemporary and innovative design focusing on the
adventurous play needs of the 8 — 13 year age range.

Incorporate local community input into the design

Use where possible sustainable and natural resources

Be inclusive by design and provide an accessible play experience for
disabled and non-disabled children alike

Encourage the local community to use the park and hopefully develop a
connection with the park and play which will last beyond the life of the
project.

Develop a better understanding among the local community of natural
play and the challenges and benefits this can offer.

REQUIREMENTS

A good understanding of the natural environment and issues surrounding
play and inclusiveness access for all abilities

The use of the natural environment should be developed to provide
exciting and challenging opportunities for children and young people to
play and develop.

Liaison with and advising of the project team regarding issues such as risk
and maintenance.




Requirements contd ,,

Artist’s impressions and plans for the proposal.

Work with the committee to include provision for specific items of play
equipment.

The community group will provide volunteer support to assist with the
implementation of the project in particular landscaping.

PROJECT SPECIFICS

Timescales — project completed spring 2011

Theme - As the river and the bridge are an essential part of the village the
children have suggested a nautical theme, with key activity elements
including:

Swinging (e.g. basket swing)

Sliding (e.g. mounded slide for 8 — 13 year olds)

Climbing (e.g. crows nest, rocks and boulders)

Running (e.g. paths, mounds, stepping stones, cobbled maze with central
feature)

Balancing (e.g. walk the plank, tree trunks/maze, tree nest)

Chilling (seating e.g. mounded earth from which to watch football matches,
parabolic reflectors). Note: we have access to a bench made from a fallen
tree trunk which can be relocated from elsewhere in the village.

Exploring (landscaping and planting)

Turning (spinners/roundabout)-

Rubbish disposal-

Safety flooring (grass matting only)
We envisage these elements being combined into a community park, with
the play area having a central feature of a boat shape made from
mounded earthworks and/or upright log perimeter with play equipment
situated in and around it.
The play area will be complemented by suitable low-maintenance planting
and hard landscaping. There may also be an element of “productive
planting” (e.g. fruit trees).

Provision should also be made for adult supervision of the children —
benches or similar to encourage community meeting and socialisation.
IDEAS FOR INCLUSION -

Boat (combination of mounded earth and traditional play equipment such
as cone climber/climbing frame for rigging?)-
Sea monster (mounded earth or timbers and/or planting) -

Island with rocks/shore/play hut/ -

Maze — defined either with planting or short logs, which can be run on or in
between-
Walking the plank



Ideas for Inclusion contd ..

Waves (planting of grasses, mounded earth) -

Mounded viewing area/amphitheatre/cove from which to watch the football
on the field or just chill-

Seating/’quiet’ area & picnic area-

Basket swing

The funding will be split into three areas, £15000 will be available to use
for play equipment and park facilities suitable for any age group. A further
£47000 will be available for 8 - 13 year olds, with a further £5000 from our
Parish Council.

From our consultations it was clear that people wanted a park for all to use
both young and old, as you can see from the brief we have given to the
play equipment companies. We hope to have seating for all and a small
garden area for people to enjoy as well as some really adventurous
landscaping to challenge all ages. We hope to include mounds for the
children to climb and roll down, or even just to sunbath on! We have
spoken with the football club and hope to include a mound of some kind
for the spectators to watch the match on.

We also have some great news about the big slide and the other pieces of
equipment, your Parish Council has engaged the help of REME at
Waterbeach and following a site meeting with them they hope to have the
big slide fixed and re-opened very soon. We are also hoping to have
some safety flooring put around the more critical areas of the slide.

In preparation of the project starting we would like to collate formally all the
fantastic offers of help we have had from people in the village, from logs to
earth to digging equipment. To keep cost to a minimum with regards to
landscaping we hope to be able to carry out some of the project
landscaping ourselves with the help of all those within the village. We are
keen to involve young and old in making our park work for all of us with our
small community. To date we have had offers of help for the following:
Logs ... Trees ... Plants ... Earth ... Old tyres ... Digger and driver
